Initial projects include
the development and use of academic comics as a means of delivering learning across three disciplines -
business and management, psychology, and medicine - through teaching in decision-making, forensic
psychology, and patient safety. B Lab Glasgow is led by Professor Denis Fischbacher-Smith who is
Professor of Risk and Resilience at the University of Glasgow and involves colleagues from other
Universities in the UK and Europe with an interest in transformative learning design.
